Breakfast at Esau’s, and shopping for retro candy at
Robitaille’s were favorite pastimes, followed by a visit to
one of her favorite places on Earth, Rose Story Farm (call
ahead to see if open). On the way back towards Santa
Barbara, The Nugget in Summerland is a perfect stop for a
stiff drink and rustic dinner.

She regularly strolled the Saturday Farmers Market, grabbed
an ice cream from McConnell's and watched a film at the
beautiful Riviera Theatre. Travel to the end of Stearns Wharf
for shellfish she loved or visit the Old Mission Santa Barbara
and the A.C. Postel Memorial Rose Garden where you can
smell the yellow-gold “Julia Child"” roses, which appropriately
have a buttery color.

The Funk Zone didn't exist in Julia's era, but she would have
loved the explosion of food and wine choices in this little, urban
enclave by the beach. From the early days of the Santa Barbara
Winery to The Lark restaurant, Margerum Tasting Room and so
many other food, beverage and hotel options, this walkable
zone has it all now.
